Thornton le Moor with Thornton le Street  Parish Council





The Parish Council met on Wednesday the 14 March 2007in The Annexe, Thornton le Moor.  The meeting was followed by the annual meeting.  The Thornton le Street annual meeting was held on March 21st.








The chairman presented his annual report, summarising the council’s activities over the last year.  Frequent requests for minor works such as road mending, street cleaning, lighting, road safety have generally produced satisfactory results.  Speeding has been addressed by off-pavement parking at TLM and 40mph signs at TLS with some success.  Planning can be contentious and is always of interest, and the Council tries to represent parishioner’s views fairly.  The chairman thanked councillors, the internal auditor Mr.Gell and the clerk for their services, and mentioned particularly voluntary work by residents such as verge litter picking and repair work like the reproofing of the bus shelter.


	The TLS village society reported on the good use being made of the refurbished village hall which is covering operating costs.  The TLM village society reported on another successful year of many events despite adverse weather for some outdoor functions.  Peter Pybus made his barn available on these occasions and it is hoped to find an alternative when he moves.  Many more events are planned for this year.


	The primary school continues to perform exceptionally well, but rolls are falling due to the shortage of affordable housing for young families.   


	The cricket club had another successful year and would welcome more players for the Saturday and evening fixtures.	


	Residents expressed strong views at the meeting about the offensive smells, rodent infestation and accumulation of rubbish at a property on Hillside.  This has been a problem for at least fifteen years and has recently worsened.  The Parish Council has repeatedly pressed HDC environmental department for stronger action than the visits and warnings which have so far been ineffective, and HDC have at last promised to take much stronger action.  The Council will continue to monitor this situation closely.


Current works which NYCC have promised to the Council include further SLOW markings on Thirsk Bank, veneering of the north footpath on Main Street, filling of potholes at both TLM and TLS.


	The meetings were informed of  HDC’s intention to close the polling stations in both TLM and TLS and make residents vote in Thornton le Beans in future.  There is still time to object against this being made permanent although the decision for the parish election in May 2007 has been taken.  It seems obvious that this will greatly reduce the number of  votes cast and the council has asked that there be no change, or if one is insisted on that TLM vote at South Otterington and TLSD vote at South Kilvington.





The next meeting will be held in The Annexe, Garth House, TLM at 7.30 pm on Wednesday May16th.   This will be the AGM.  All meetings are open to the public.
