	Programme of Events for 2007:
St Valentine’s Dance (Friday, 16 February):
· Dinner and dance tickets will cost £24.00 each.  Flyers are to be supplied by Ken and distributed around the village by Wendy, Angela and Christine to advertise this event on behalf of The Black Swan.  Ken will also provide a poster to be displayed at the pub.  Bookings should be made direct to Angela or Peter at The Black Swan.

May Fete:
· Date to be confirmed.  A suggestion is Sunday 20 May.  It was agreed that the timing will be from 3.00pm to 5.00pm.  We should discuss the possibility of having all three marquees, but help would be required to erect these.

Shakespeare in the Churchyard:

· Provisional date of Saturday 7 July.  Brian Forbes to confirm.  The play this year will be Macbeth.

Teddy Bears’ Picnic/Disco:
· Due to holidays and cricket fixtures, a date of Saturday 14 July was agreed upon.  Peter is to double-check this date with Denis Sturdy to ensure that a clash with a home cricket match is avoided.  The Teddy Bear’s Picnic will take place from 2.00pm to 4.00pm.  Additional entertainment may be desirable, eg a magician or a clown.  More advance publicity will be needed.  Flyers will be provided for Chris March to distribute, and details will also be supplied to the school.  This should encourage more children to attend.  A possible BBQ or Hog Roast will be considered for the evening.  Charles Stockdale will be approached regarding providing a disco.
Show & Sports Day:
· The date of Saturday 15 July was agreed.  Colin will look for a second marquee quote.  We should repeat the advance publicity for the Show which we did last year, ie twice in News & Views.  Peter has approached Tom Smirthwaite as a possible Show President, but Tom would prefer to ask his wife instead.  There was a suggestion at the AGM that we could perhaps have a brass band at the Show this year.  However, there would be an issue of expense.  This is a matter for discussion nearer the time.

Musical Evening in the Churchyard:
· It was agreed that it would be worth considering holding this event in June instead of August.  A date of Saturday 9 June has been suggested.
Barn Dance:
· If we still have access to Peter Pybus’ barn, a date of Saturday 15 September was suggested.  This will avoid a clash of dates with the Police Open Day on 9 September.  Peter will speak to the group, Steam Radio.  The village hall at South Otterington was suggested as an alternative venue for this event.
Village Society Annual Dinner:
· A provisional date of Saturday 20 October.  A speaker is required.  It was noted that 61 people were present at the dinner last year.
