· Financials, expenditure:  band £240.00, food £169.00, drinks licence £21.00, drinks £89.03, whisky for Peter Pybas £19.99 & plates, etc £5.90.  Total spent £544.92.

· Financials, profit:  £77.58.

· The band was excellent and professional.  It was agreed that we would be interested in using them again next year.
· We should make sure that this event next year does not clash with other local events, eg Police HQ Open Day.

· The food was very good.  Providing that the tasks of collecting the food and washing up the dishes are shared, we should remain with the current supplier.  However, next year, we should approach The Dog & Gun in Knayton and Hudson’s in Thirsk for a price comparison.

· Glasses:  45 x pint glasses and 48 x wine glasses were used.  This number was adequate.
· Food:  two trays of meat pies, two trays of chicken pies and half a tray of a vegetarian meal were provided.  This number was also adequate.

· Drinks sold:  eight bottles of red wine, five bottles of white wine, 40 x beer, 26 x lager (next year, 40 are required); four litres of orange juice, four litres of coke, four litres of lemonade and two litres of water.

· Thanks go to Peter Pybas for the use of his barn again.

· The improvised stage worked well, using pallets and table tops.

· It was a successful event which should be repeated next year in the same format.
