	Programme of Events for 2007:
Shakespeare in the Churchyard:

· The date has been confirmed as Saturday 7 July.  The play this year will not be Macbeth, but “A Miscellany”.  Peter will book the pub and agree a price for the buffet for the players.  We will budget for £40.00.
Teddy Bears’ Picnic/Disco (Saturday 14 July):
· Brian is organising this again.  We will budget for £100.00 for this event.  We will not be hiring another entertainer due to the extra costs involved.  There is no clash with the cricket fixtures.  We will need flyers for the village, and Chris March will distribute some extra copies to the surrounding villages.  Peter will arrange with Neil Cherrett to advertise it at the school.  Sue will drop a few leaflets off at the pre-school in South Otterington.
· The disco will start at 7.00pm and finish at 11.00pm.  Charles Stockdale will do the disco at a cost of £75.00.  We should encourage all family members to attend.  A combined flyer for the village is to be produced, and a separate one for external use.  People are to bring their own drinks.  It was proposed that we should sell soft drinks at the disco.  Ian J and Clare may be able to arrange this.  If this happens, it should be 
co-coordinated with Brian.
· A BBQ or Hog Roast cannot be justified from a cost point of view and due to the amount of support we get.

Show & Sports Day (Sunday 15 July):
· Colin has booked the marquee at a final cost of £505.25.
· This event should be put into the June “News & Views”, including an extract of the Show schedule by 15 May.  A full schedule should come out at the end of June.
· Anne Smirthwaite has agreed to be the Show President this year.

· Sue will investigate getting a brass band for the event, as long as the cost is not prohibitive.  Linda is to get a balance of the accounts to see how much money we would have available for this.

· The judges will be confirmed nearer the time.

Musical Evening in the Churchyard (Saturday 9 June):
Brian is arranging this event.
Barn Dance:
This event will not be on the schedule for this year due to the lack of a venue.  There may be a possibility of using Simon Kirkup’s new barn which is being built.  This might also be used for storage.
